Carefully unpack your new windshield, sort the parts, and make sure you have everything required to complete the assembly.

WINDSHIELD INSTALLATION; STEP 1:
ATTACH UPPER AND LOWER SHIELDS TOGETHER

Assemble six hardward sets from BAG#1144 using the Panhead
Machine Screws (G), Flat Zinc Washers (H), Rubber Washers
(), Windshield Spacers (J) and Nylock Nuts (K).

Insert the assembled components into each of the mounting
holes where the lower edge of the Windshield's Upper Section
meets the top edge of the Windshield's Lower Section. Make
sure the Windshield Spacers do not come loose and fall out dur-
ing assembly.

Align the lower edge of the Windshield's Upper Section to the
top edge of the Windshield's Lower Section.

Into each of the six mated holes, insert a Panhead Screw (G),
Flat Zinc Washer (H) and a Rubber Washer (I) as shown in
lllustration A.

From the bottom of the two edges, assemble a Windshield
Spacer (J), Rubber Washer (1), Flat Zinc Washer (H), and a
Nylok Nut (K).

I]E%’ The Spacers (J) should fit through the Rubber
Washers (1) and up against the Flat Zinc
Washers (H).

Tighten the Nuts finger-tight for now.

,, Make certain the Upper and Lower Windshields are flush with
each other and the side edges are in line.

Before placing windshield onto vehicle, snap two Wraparound
Clamps (C) on the top frame of the vehicle. Orient the top
clamps so that the mating sections are facing up with the male
half (embossed part number as shown in lllustration B) toward
the front of the vehicle.

l]g Read these helpful tips for a smooth installation:
Place fasteners within reach of assembly.

Note the hex shape of Grommet Retainer Pins (D),
and male half of Wraparound Clamps (C).

Place Spacing Washers (F) between pre-installed
Windshield Grommets and Wraparound Clamps (C).

Start Panhead Machine Screws (E) during assembly,
but do not tighten.

The tabbed section of the Windshield should be
touching the hood of the vehicle.

Place Windshield onto vehicle hood. Using two each of
Panhead Machine Screws (E), Spacing Washers (F), and
Grommet Retainer Pins (D), install Windshield to the two top
Wraparound Clamps (C), but do not fully tighten. (Phillips
Screwdriver)

Snap the remaining four Wraparound Clamps (C) onto the frame
of the vehicle. Orient the clamps so that the male half (with
embossed part number) is toward the front of the vehicle.

Install Panhead Machine Screws (E), Spacing Washers (F) and
Grommet Retainer Pins (D) to these four Wraparound Clamps,
but do not fully tighten. (Phillips Screwdriver)

Check the alignment and position of the Windshield and make
sure it is even and symmetrical.

Remove the adhesive backing from the Velcro Loop material
pre-installed onto the bottom edge of the Windshield Lower
Section (B).

Now press the Windshield tab firmly onto the hood of the vehi-
cle, making sure the adhesive makes good contact.

Paint, glue residue or grease removal: Moisten
cotton wad with naphtha or turpentine followed by a wash as above.
